In June 2014, the “UAE Water Aid"” campaign was launched by
His Highness Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum, Vice President and Prime Minister of the
UAE and Ruler of Dubai, to provide access to safe, potable water to 5 million people around the world.

The campaign was a huge success, and raised a total of AED 180 million in 18 days, enough to provide
over 7 million people around the world with clean water.

His Highness also announced an annual international $1 million award for new sustainable solutions for
water scarcity using solar energy.

March 15t 2015: His Highness issued Law No. 3 of 2015, announcing the formation of the
UAE Water Aid Foundation, a non-profit organisation that aims to provide clean water to people
in need in developing countries.

Under the law, the Foundation is annexed to the Dubai Electricity and Water Authority (DEWA).
His Highness also released Decree No. 3 of 2015, forming the Foundation's Board of Trustees,
valid for 3 years.
